MEETING WITH ST GEORGES NHS TRUST 23 JULY 2003

1.    Chestnut Trees: The Trust have withdrawn the 5-day notice and will submit a planning application for consideration by Merton Council. Specialists from the Council  and the Trust will jointly consider the condition of the trees.

 

2.    The date originally scheduled for the hospital move was 14th July. The new unit at Tooting is not fully ready and there will be a delay of up to 8 weeks before AMH is finally vacated. Richmond Pharmaceuticals, who have occupied the upper part of the hospital building will also be undertaking a phased removal.

 

3    Security: Buildings (including the Firs flats) will be boarded up, the footpath will remain open for pedestrian access. Access to open spaces will remain open. There will be 24-hour security on the site once it has been vacated and measures taken to prevent vehicular access. We will be given contact addresses and numbers to assist local involvement with security aspects.

 

4. The Trust expect to be submitting a planning application shortly and they wish there to be an extended period of consultation, during which the Trust will arrange an exhibition of models of their scheme and at which architects will be in attendance.  The extension of the consultation period has to be confirmed by Merton Planning Department otherwise it will remain at the standard 21 days

 

5. The new Project Manager for redevelopment of the site is MORAG BOGIE who is located at St. George's Hospital in Tooting.

 

6. Catherine McLoughlin will attend all future meetings with LUNG until October, following which her term as Chairman comes to an end.
